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Comprehension Activities

While reading, encourage your child to: 


Have a Story Talk:  make speculations about what is going to happen in the story, answer questions about the setting/characters/events, and talk about the pictures


Visualize the story while reading


Stop after a paragraph or a page to check for understanding and reread if needed


Make connections to personal experiences, to other books or to the world as reading


 Retell the text after reading


Use a Thinking Map to sequence story events


Start a Book Club with friends to share about your favorite books




















 





Set a structure for reading success!





Provide an opportunity for your child to read for at least 30 minutes every day.  Create a reading schedule with your child and stick to it.  





Provide your child with books and reading materials.  Check with your local library for a winter book list.  Remember to identify books that your child is interested in and will enjoy! 





Remember to read to your child.  It is important for them to hear good reading and develop effective listening skills!
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
